Turkiye in a shifting climate: Perspectives on

Policy mechanisms and the trajectory for
exports: A fireside chat for enabling trade
Despite structural challenges for Turkish firms, total
export volumes reached US$262bn in 2024, a new
record matched also by a drop in imports of 4.9 per cent.
In addition, Turkiye's quickly expanding e-export market
also continued its rise, reaching a new volume record

of US$6.4bn, a 27 percent jump compared to the year
before. While momentum for total goods exports remains
strong in 2025, the delivery of targeted measures to
ease trade pressures and address Tirkiye's recent

slide in competitiveness remains a key priority for both
corporates and policymakers.

With policymakers setting ambitions high for annual
export growth - including an e-export target of 10
percent by 2028 for total goods exports — this fireside
chat will examine key themes for Turkiye's trade
trajectory, from the outlook for Turkish exports over
the coming years, to the emerging pool of solutions to
overcome the credit, FX and wider structural barriers
faced by corporates.

Beyond the bank: Bitcoin liquidity and
decentralised lending for Turkish firms

With fintechs, cryptocurrency and other forms of alternative
lending growing in popularity, the appeal of cheaper lending
rates and simplified credit processes are draw a for many
borrowers. Although often more agile than traditional
lenders, they continue to face a variety of structural barriers
across the market, from risk-off financier attitudes for
lending to a tighter regulatory framework that potentially
constrains liquidity access. Bitcoin, by contrast, offers a
more neutral monetary platform, and when optimised as

a currency for trade financing can deliver a corporate
